Regulations usually have
been written and enforced in the following areas:

Water Quality

Regulations regarding water quality normally require the following:

o Water must be free of coliform bacterial contamination. If the water is
not treated (i.e., such as at beaches, etc.) periodic testing for coliform
bacteria is normally required. Pool water must be isolated from the
public water supply via cross-connection devices.
